He has earned numerous accolades and 
awards as a result of his high-quality level of work, to include: three lifesaving awards, multiple unit 
citations, deputy of the month, multiple certificates of accommodation, and he is mentioned almost 
weekly in CRIMEMAPS at various levels of recognition. CRIMEMAPS is the agency’s version of 
CompStat, which is a performance management system that is used to reduce crime and achieve other 
police department goals.
